You are here tonight because your student is beginning his/her second year of preparation for First 

Reconciliation and First Holy Communion.  We thank you for your renewed commitment to this very special 

time in your student’s faith journey. We pray that your journey of faith will be enriched immensely by 

experiencing this process with your student, as well!   

 

The sacramental life is central to who we are as Catholic followers of Jesus Christ. Students will be prepared for 

their First Reconciliation and First Communion through a minimum of two consecutive years of Faith 

Formation, in which the second year includes sacrament preparation sessions in addition to attending at least 15 

youth nights (unless they are enrolled in Catholic school).  Many sessions require attendance by at least one 

parent or guardian. All dates, times and attendees are listed on the class schedule. 

 

Note: Confirmation preparation will begin in 9
th

 and continue in 10
th

 grade, with the Sacrament of Confirmation 

received at the end of 10
th

 grade. This policy was established by Bishop Frank J. Dewane, Diocese of Venice in 

May 2009.

Behavior and Dress Code 
 

No chewing gum, candy, food, or drinks are allowed in the church or chapel. Please leave all electronic devices 
(radios/tape players, hand-held computer toys, I-Pods, MP-3 players, etc.) at home. As a courtesy to those around you 
and the sacredness of the event, please silence your cell phones until dismissal. It is critical to take good care of church 
property. Any damage to church property must be repaired or replaced at the expense of the offender. Parent 
cooperation to teach respect for property, materials, furnishings, equipment and the building itself is vital. This applies 
to inside all church buildings as well as the outside campus. There are specific areas of the church campus that are sacred 
places of prayer and meditation that deserve the utmost reverence. Those places include the Eucharistic Reservation 
Room, Columbarium and Memorial Garden, Stations of the Cross, Mary Grotto, and water features. Please refrain from 
horseplay and climbing especially in these areas so as to allow veneration at all times. These areas provide parents (and 
grandparents) with teachable moments to their children about holiness and respect for God. 
 
Members and guests of all ages are asked to observe modest dress and its effect upon the sacred environment. Good 
taste is knowing where and when to wear the appropriate clothing and accessories.  Since the parents provide the funds, 
guidance, and upkeep of the children’s clothing worn at church, it is the responsibility of the parents to see that 
grooming reflects the modesty and good taste expected at all church functions. 

 Safe footwear shall be worn at all times. No rubber flip-flops or bedroom slippers. 

 No bare skin should be exposed at the waist, abdomen, back, cleavage or shoulders. Shoulder straps must be at least 
two inches in width. Halter tops, strapless tops, muscle shirts are not appropriate. Clothing must cover the chest 
area to ensure that cleavage is not exposed. 

 The length of skirts/dresses and shorts should pass the “fingertip test.” If your fingertips touch the skin when the 
arms are held straight at the sides, then the clothing item is too short and should not be worn. Costumes, sleepwear 
or other clothing/adornment that creates a distraction from the sacredness of the event is not permitted. Shorts and 
pants must be fitted or cinched so as to not slip or reveal undergarments.  

 Intentionally altered clothing or unbuttoned and ill-fitted garments are not acceptable.  Ill-fitted garments include, 
but are not limited to, garments that are too small so as to reflect immodest or too large so as to appear to be falling 
off the body. Transparent, mesh or see-through clothing may not be worn without other appropriate clothing 
underneath. Clothing shall be free of inflammatory, suggestive or other inappropriate writing, advertisement, or 
artwork. 

 Hats or other head coverings shall not be worn in the church buildings, except for those that are worn for religious 
purposes. Hair shall be clean and neatly groomed. Hair color and style shall not create a distraction from the 
sacredness of the event. 

 Body piercing in any visible body part other than the ears should not be displayed if it presents a health/safety issue, 
reflects poor taste, or creates a distraction from the sacredness of the event.  

 
First Communion Dress Code. We suggest that in preparing for this special day you keep in mind the real meaning of 
the celebration of this beautiful sacrament and try to keep the wardrobe in its proper perspective. Your son/daughter 
should wear whatever you consider to be “dressed up” best attire. Athletic footwear is inappropriate/unacceptable. 
For boys, a white button down dress shirt (short or long sleeved), dress pants and a neck/bow tie of any color are 
appropriate. A sport coat  is optional. 
For girls, a white dress is not required. Any modest dress suitable for a special occasion is appropriate. Ankle-length 
dresses are inappropriate as children might trip and injure themselves. Slacks are unacceptable. Veils are optional; we 
recommend that it be simple, short, and securely fastened. Above all, the headpiece should not be a distraction to her or 
to anyone around her during the ceremony. Gloves should not be worn.  
 
Confirmation Dress Code is the same as the First Communion dress code above for boys and girls (except no veil is to 
be worn). The most important consideration is to have your child wear something tasteful and modest, that is not a 
distraction to them or to others during the ceremony. 
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Frequently Asked Questions About First Reconciliation 

What does the Church ask of parents in sacramental preparation? 
The Church views the role of parents in the religious formation of children as both a privilege and an 
obligation. When you presented your child to the Church for baptism, you were distinctly reminded 
that you have the responsibility of "raising them in the practice of the faith" (Rite of Baptism). This 
obligation and privilege extend to sacramental preparation. 

 What does my child need to know? 
 A child needs to know the difference between right and wrong.  
 The child needs to understand that accidents or mistakes are not sins.  
 When we deliberately choose to do what is wrong and turn away from God, we sin.  
 God is loving and merciful. God will always forgive us if we ask.  
 Jesus has given us the sacrament of Reconciliation through which our sins are forgiven and we 

receive the grace to live as God's children.  
 We must be willing to forgive others, just as God forgives us.  

 
How can I tell if my child is ready for first reconciliation? 
There are many indicators of readiness for first reconciliation, most of which are intangible. As a 
parent, listen carefully to what your child says about wrongdoing and misbehavior. Encourage the 
child to take responsibility for his/her behavior rather than blaming others. Watch to see if your child 
is capable of being sorry and asking forgiveness of others without your prompting. Then, ask 
yourself the following: 
 Is prayer a part of your child's life?  
 Does your child have the capacity for sincere sorrow and make an honest effort to do better?  
 Can your child express sorrow and describe wrongdoing in his/her own words?  

 
How can I encourage my child's participation in the Sacrament of Reconciliation beyond "first" 
reconciliation? 
 Plan a family party to celebrate your child's first reconciliation. By acknowledging the importance 

of this event, you convey its value into the future.  
 During this time of preparation, you are talking with your child about what constitutes a sin. 

Continue these conversations as your child grows older. Initiate discussions about the 
temptations in your child's life. How can those temptations be addressed? As children grow into 
adolescence they are faced with many decisions and temptations, and they need their parent's 
guidance to help them make good choices and avoid sin.  

 As a family, plan to participate in parish celebrations of reconciliation during Lent and Advent 
each year. If you make this a serious commitment, and plan ahead, even your teen-agers can 
arrange their schedules accordingly.  

 What is your attitude toward this sacrament? As a parent, if you participate in the sacrament of 
reconciliation, your child will most likely want to do so as well. 
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Frequently Asked Questions About First Communion 

What does the Church ask of parents in sacramental preparation? 
The Church views the role of parents in the religious formation of children as both a privilege and an 
obligation. When you presented your child to the Church for baptism, you were distinctly reminded 
that you have the responsibility of "raising them in the practice of the faith" (Rite of Baptism). This 
obligation and privilege extend to sacramental preparation. 

 

How will I know if my child is ready for Eucharist? 
The first question to ask yourself is, "Is my child at Mass regularly?" If your child is at Mass each 
Sunday and is capable of paying attention to what is going on, that's the first step. The second 
question to ask is, "Does my child have a sincere desire to share in the Eucharist?" When children 
attend mass regularly, eventually they want to participate more fully. This is a logical progression 
that leads the child to ask, "When can I go to communion?" Finally, ask yourself, "Does my child 
understand that this consecrated bread and wine is truly the body and blood of Jesus?"  

 
Are there prayers my child should learn? 
As children come to readiness for first communion, they should be learning the acclamations, 
responses, and prayers of the Mass. Initially, a child will learn to pray the "Our Father" with the rest 
of the assembly at Mass. Then gradually, a child should be able to sing or pray the Holy, Holy, Holy, 
the memorial acclamation, and the great amen, and other brief responses. Children can learn these 
simply by being at Mass and hearing them every week. 

 

How should my child behave at mass? 
As your child now begins to share in the Eucharist, remind him/her that he/she is an important part 
of the community gathered at Mass. Encourage your child to participate in the music and prayers, 
rather than bring along a prayer book or toys. Remind your child that at Mass we sing, and pray, and 
we are quiet sometimes. Help your child to receive the Eucharist with reverence. Even the most 
agreeable and well-behaved children need to be reminded of these things often.  Practice and 
anticipate the sacrament by having your child come forward in the Communion line with arms 
crossed over their chest, like an “X”, to receive a blessing from the priest or Eucharistic Minister.  
Also, all children who have not yet received their first communion are asked to come forward for a 
blessing by the priest right before the closing hymn.

 

What is the Church's rule about fasting before going to communion? 
Church law requires Catholics to fast from food and beverages for one hour before going to 
communion.  
Other rules to keep in mind: 
Please no food or drink in the main sanctuary. Silence cell phones. Stay for the whole Mass. The Mass 
is ended at the final hymn and the priest leaves the worship space. Please park only in designated 
parking spaces with painted lines/tires stops. Avoid all curbs and grassy areas at the outer edges of 
the property. Dress and behavior code is on a separate sheet and includes the proper dress code for 
First Communion.
